Jurnalism §i procese mediatice

1. Descrierea programului de studii. Calificarea Licentiat in Stiinfe ale comunicarii, nivel 6 CNC,
se acordd absolventilor programului de studii Jurnalism §i procese mediatice care confirmi
competentele pentru a realiza activitati mediatice in vederea informarii publicului larg despre
cele mai importante evenimente care au loc zi de zi in societate la nivel national si international
si sunt capabili sd utilizeze practici moderne de realizare si administrare a activititilor media.
Profesionigtii in domeniu au in sarcind activititi mediatice legate de examinarea evenimentelor
care au loc in spatiul politic, economic, cultural, social etc,, si reflectarea acestora prin
intermediul productiei jurnalistice si canalelor media care distribuie produsele media. Totodatd,
calificarea oferd cunostinte referitoare la principiile conceptuale, organizatorice, functionale si
tehnologice ale institutiilor mediatice, la cadrul relational si actional al jurnalistilor in procesul
de creatie jurnalistica, precum si la interdependenta dintre sistemul mass-mediei si alte sisteme
sociale. Principalele sarcini ale specialistilor in domeniul Jjurnalismului gi proceselor mediatice
variazd in functie de canalul media care va gézdui si distribui informatia catre publicul larg,
printre care pot fi mentionate activitatile de documentare, de colectare a informatiilor, de
evaluare si de tratare a acestora in vederea proiectarii imaginilor mediatice din §i despre
realitatea inconjurdtoare; realizarea materialelor Jjurnalistice informative si analitice; evaluarea
calitatii informatiilor prin feed-back-ul oferit de citre reprezentantii publicului.

2. Racordarea programului de studii i a continuturilor din Planul de invdtdmant la tendintele

internationale din domeniu. Acest fapt rezida in caracterul multidimensional al programului de
studii, care oferd posibilitati de formare, in acelagi timp, a culturii generale si a celei
profesionale, a competentelor de creatie jurnalistici si a celor de creatie stiintific, aspect
corelat/ajustat la prevederile Cadrului European al Calificgrilor, Domeniul mediatic reprezinti
unul dintre cele mai atractive domenii de formare profesionali pentru téndra generatie si care
presupune pregitirea jurnalistilor universali (pentru presa tipéritd, Radio si TV, agentii de stiri si
institutii media online) — profesionisti de fnaltd calificare, in corespundere cu standardele
internationale ale jurnalismului de calitate, care, prin nivelul lor de competentd, sd poatd
concura, eventual, pe piata muncii din tari si de peste hotarele ei.

Elaborarea
programului de studii de la specialitatea in cauzi se datoreazi si expertilor internationali in
domeniul jurnalismului §i comunicérii, care, in cadrul meselor rotunde, discutiilor publice,
seminarelor etc. desfasurate in colaborare cu cadrele didactice din cadrul FISC, au mentionat
necesitatea reevaludrii i modernizdrii programelor de studii, recomandand facultitilor
introducerea a noi cursuri, in corespundere cu necesitatile pietii muncii, excluderea unor cursuri
care gi-au pierdut din actualitate, dar si transferarea unor cursuri in alte semestre, in functie de
necesitafile studentilor in cadrul stagiilor de practica.

Explanatory note for the study programme Journalism and Media Processes

Description of studio programs. The Bachelor of Communication qualification, CNC level 6,
agrees with the Journalism study program to confirm media competence in real-life media activities
and to provide public information at a later date for this important event. and they are able to use
modern practices of making and managing media activities. Professionals in the field are tasked with
media activities related to the examination of events that take place in the political, economic,
cultural, social, etc. space, and their reflection through journalistic production and media channels
that distribute media products. At the same time, the qualification provides knowledge about the
conceptual, organizational, functional and technological principles of media institutions, the
relational and action framework of journalists in the process of Journalistic creation, as well as the
interdependence between the mass media system and other social systems. The main tasks of
specialists in the field of journalism and media processes vary depending on the media channel that
will host and distribute information to the general public, "among which the activities of
documentation, information collection, value and their treatment for projects can be specified
images. media from and about the surrounding reality; creating informative and analytical
Journalistic materials; evaluating the quality of information through the feedback provided by public
representatives.

Connecting the study program and the contents of the Education Plan to international trends in
the field. This fact resides in the multidimensional nature of the study program, which offers
opportunities to train, at the same time, general and professional culture, journalistic creative skills
and scientific creative skills, an aspect correlated/adjusted to the provisions of the European
Framework of Qualifications. The media field represents one of the most attractive fields of
professional training for the young generation and which involves the training of universal
Jjournalists (for print media, Radio and TV, news agencies and online media institutions) — highly
qualified professionals, in accordance with the international standards of quality Jjournalism, which,
through their level of competence, can eventually compete on the labor market in the country and
abroad. The training of future journalists is carried out through the connection of four professional
training entities: fundamental, general, specialized and socio-humanistic disciplines. The
fundamental and general subjects are mandatory, while the socio-humanistic subjects and, in the
majority, the specialized subjects give students the opportunity to choose, according to their
professional interests, the subjects they they will study later (from the optional packages proposed in
the education plan), the respective components ensuring the design of the students' individual
professional training routes.

Evaluation of the expectations of the economic and social sector (studying the requirements of
the National Qualifications Framework). The process of evaluation and improvement of study



programs at FISC is coordinated together with employers and representatives of the labor market,
public and private institutions, who draw attention to the need to hire properly trained specialists for
the design and writing of specialized journalistic materials on different fields of reality.

Consulting partners in the process of developing the study program. The suggestions regarding
the design, presentation and evaluation of the study program for the Journalism and Media Processes
specialty were submitted by FISC professors and students, who expressed their opinions in opinion
polls, carried out regularly, every year, at FISC. At the same time, various employers and
representatives of the labor market were consulted, who mentioned the need to hire properly trained
specialists for the design and drafting of informative and opinionated journalistic materials
specialized in different fields of reality. The development of the study program for the specialty in
question is also due to international experts in the field of journalism and communication, who,
during round tables, public discussions, seminars, etc. carried out in collaboration with the teaching
staff from the FISC, they mentioned the need to reevaluate and modernize the study programs,
recommending to the faculties the introduction of new courses, in accordance with the needs of the
labor market, the exclusion of some courses that have lost their relevance, but also the transfer of
some courses in other semesters, depending on the needs of the students during the internships.

The relevance of the study program for the labor market. The Journalism and Media Processes
study program contributes to the multi-faceted training of specialists in the field of journalism and
media processes, providing them with the knowledge, skills and tools necessary to carry out
journalistic production. The labor market can evaluate the effectiveness of vocational training based
on the results of the internships. The evaluation criteria are formulated based on the essential
structural elements of the Qualification Standard: skills, learning outcomes, performance descriptors
and qualification award criteria.

Graduate employment opportunities. The Bachelor's degree in Communication Sciences allows
the graduate to work in different types of media institutions. The demand for the specialty on the
labor market is determined by the fact that the Journalism and media processes study program
proposes an integrated vision of the studies, which includes both general educational objectives,
which emphasize the concept of "universal journalism”, as well as objectives specific to certain
branches narrow professional training, such as: radio journalism, TV journalism, agency journalism.

Editorialist;
Photojournalist;
Journalist;

Journalist.

7. Access to studies for holders of diplomas obtained after completing the respective study program. The
obtained competences give the graduates of the Journalism and media processes study program the
opportunity to continue their studies in the II cycle - master's degree and, subsequently, in the III cycle -
doctorate. Doctoral studies in the field of journalism are carried out, starting in 2015, within the Doctoral
School of Social Sciences.
